
5 Fold Ministers Authority 
 

1Tim 5: Rebuke not an elder, but entreat him as a father; and the younger men as brethren; 17 Let the elders that 
rule well be counted worthy of double honor, especially they who labor in the word and doctrine.  18 For the 
scripture saith, Thou shalt not muzzle the ox that treadeth out the corn. And, the laborer is worthy of his 
reward. 19 Against an elder receive not an accusation, but before two or three witnesses. 20 Them that sin 
rebuke before all, that others also may fear. 

2Ti 4:2 Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all longsuffering and 
doctrine. 3 For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they 
heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears; 4 And they shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall 
be turned unto fables. 

Heb 13:17 Obey them that have the rule over you, and submit yourselves: for they watch for your souls, as they 
that must give account, that they may do it with joy, and not with grief: for that is unprofitable for you. 

1Pe 5:1 The elders which are among you I exhort, who am also an elder, and a witness of the sufferings of Christ, 
and also a partaker of the glory that shall be revealed: 2 Feed the flock of God which is among you, taking the 
oversight thereof, not by constraint, but willingly; not for filthy lucre, but of a ready mind; 3 Neither as being 
lords over God's heritage, but being ensamples to the flock. 4 And when the chief Shepherd shall appear, ye 
shall receive a crown of glory that fadeth not away. 5 Likewise, ye younger, submit yourselves unto the elder. 
Yea, all of you be subject one to another, and be clothed with humility: for God resisteth the proud, and giveth 
grace to the humble. 

 
 
Who are Elders: 
1Pe 5:1 The elders which are among you I exhort, who am also an elder 
2Jo 1:1 The elder unto the elect lady and her children, whom I love in the truth; and not I only, but also all they that 

have known the truth; 
Act 20:17 And from Miletus he sent to Ephesus, and called the elders of the church. 
Act 20:28 Take heed therefore unto yourselves, and to all the flock, over the which the Holy Ghost hath made you 

overseers, to feed the church of God, which he hath purchased with his own blood. 
1Ti 3:2 A bishop then must be blameless, the husband of one wife, vigilant, sober, of good behavior, given to 

hospitality, apt to teach;… 
Tit 1:7  For a bishop must be blameless, as the steward of God; not self-willed, not soon angry, not given to wine, 

no striker, not given to filthy lucre;…… 
 
Who ordains elders: 
Tit 1:5  For this cause left I thee in Crete, that thou shouldest set in order the things that are wanting, and ordain 

elders in every city, as I had appointed thee: 
Act 14:23 And when they had ordained them elders in every church, and had prayed with fasting, they 

commended them to the Lord, on whom they believed. 
Act 13:1  Now there were in the church that was at Antioch certain prophets and teachers; as Barnabas, and 

Simeon that was called Niger, and Lucius of Cyrene, and Manaen, which had been brought up with Herod the 
tetrarch, and Saul. 2 As they ministered to the Lord, and fasted, the Holy Ghost said, Separate me Barnabas 
and Saul for the work whereunto I have called them.  3 And when they had fasted and prayed, and laid their 
hands on them, they sent them away. 

 
Jam 3:1 My brethren, be not many masters, knowing that we shall receive the greater condemnation. 
 
Five fold ministry: 
Pro 11:14 Where no counsel is, the people fall: but in the multitude of counselors there is safety. 
Eph 4:8 Wherefore he saith, When he ascended up on high, he led captivity captive, and gave gifts unto men. 11  

And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers; 12  
For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ: 13  Till we all 
come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of 



the stature of the fulness of Christ: 14  That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried 
about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to 
deceive;15  But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ: 16  
From whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that which every joint supplieth, according to 
the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in 
love. 

 
Deacons: 
1Tim 3:12 Let the deacons be the husbands of one wife, ruling their children and their own houses well.  13  For 

they that have used the office of a deacon well purchase to themselves a good degree, and great boldness in 
the faith which is in Christ Jesus. 

Mat 20:26 But it shall not be so among you: but whosoever will be great among you, let him be your minister; 
Mat 23:11 But he that is greatest among you shall be your servant. 12 And whosoever shall exalt himself shall be 

abased; and he that shall humble himself shall be exalted. 
Mar 9:35  And he sat down, and called the twelve, and saith unto them, If any man desire to be first, the same shall 

be last of all, and servant of all. 
Apostles- 2Co 6:4  But in all things approving ourselves as the ministers of God, in much patience, in afflictions, 

in necessities, in distresses, 
 Rom 15:25  But now I go unto Jerusalem to minister unto the saints. 
Jesus- Rom 15:8 Now I say that Jesus Christ was a minister of the circumcision for the truth of God, to confirm 

the promises made unto the fathers: 
 Mar 10:45  For even the Son of man came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give his life a 

ransom for many. 
 Luk 22:27  For whether is greater, he that sitteth at meat, or he that serveth? is not he that sitteth at meat? but 

I am among you as he that serveth. 
Women- Rom 16:1 I commend unto you Phebe our sister, which is a servant of the church which is at Cenchrea: 
 Luk 4:39  And he stood over her, and rebuked the fever; and it left her: and immediately she arose and 

ministered unto them. 
 Luk 8:3  And Joanna the wife of Chuza Herod's steward, and Susanna, and many others, which ministered 

unto him of their substance. 
 Luk 10:40  But Martha was cumbered about much serving, and came to him, and said, Lord, dost thou not 

care that my sister hath left me to serve alone? bid her therefore that she help me. 
 
Women Elders 
1Ti 2:11 Let the woman learn in silence with all subjection.  12 But I suffer not a woman to teach, nor to usurp 

authority over the man, but to be in silence. 
1Cor 14:34 Let your women keep silence in the churches: for it is not permitted unto them to speak; but they are 

commanded to be under obedience, as also saith the law. 
1 Pet 3:1 Chaste conversation
